Bloom, Suzanne.  A Splendid Friend Indeed.  A polar bear and a goose learn to get along and be friends.

Bruel, Nic.  Bad Kitty.  Finding that there is no food in the house, a kitty chooses to be very bad.  Read the other Bad Kitty books, too!

Cousin, Lucy.  Yummy:  Eight Favorite Fairy Tales.  Simple text and bold illustrations tell eight classic fairy tales.

Falconer, Ian. Olivia.  Olivia is a feisty pig who has too much energy for her own good.  Read all the Olivia adventures.

Lester, Helen.  Hooway for Wodney Wat.  Students in Rodney’s class make fun of him because he can’t pronounce his name properly; but he uses his speech problem to help punish the class bully.

Numeroff, Laura. Beatrice Doesn’t Want To.  Beatrice doesn’t like to read, but a librarian changes her attitude during a story session in this humorous, well-illustrated book.

Underwood, Deborah.  The Quiet Book.  There are many kinds of quiet: jelly-upside-down quiet and hide-and-seek quiet and making-a-wish quiet.

Archer, Peggy.  Name That Dog! Puppy Poems from A to Z.  A collection of humorously illustrated poems about dogs, their names, and unique personalities.

Burleigh, Robert.  One Giant Leap.  Illustrated story of Neil Armstrong and Buzz Aldrin’s lunar landing in 1969.

Ernst, Lisa Campbell.  The Gingerbread Girl.  After their first gingerbread disaster, the lonely old couple decides to bake again and create a gingerbread girl who proves herself to be one smart cookie.

Scotton, Rob.  Splat the Cat.  Splat is nervous about his first day of school, but once he arrives he realizes he has nothing to worry about.  Read other Splat books too!

Gibbons, Gail.  The Vegetables We Eat.  A clear, informative introduction to 8 groups of vegetables, categorized by the part of the plant that is eaten.

Grogan, John.  Bad Dog, Marley!  Marley, a rambunctious puppy, causes lots of trouble in his new home and feels very sad about it.  He then proves beyond a doubt that he is a valuable member of the household.  Read all the Marley picture books!

Katz, Alan.  Are You Quite Polite?  Silly Dilly Manners Songs.  Presenting humorous lyrics to familiar children’s songs, Katz presents examples of behavior both good and bad.
