Hahn, Mary Downing.  All the Lovely Bad Ones.  Travis and his sister Corey decided to boost business at their grandmother’s Vermont inn by staging some “haunting”, but their antics awaken a dark force.

Lupica, Mike.  Two-Minute Drill.  Brainy Scott and star quarterback Chris team up to help each other succeed in both football and school.  If you like sports stories, you’ll like any book by this author! 

Holm, Jennifer.  Penny from Heaven.  In New Jersey during the summer of 1953, Penny learns the truth about her father’s death and about her upbringing after she has a serious accident.

DiTerlizzi, Tony.  The Search for WondLa.  Living in isolation with a robot on an alien world, Eva sets out on a journey to find other humans.  Features “augmented reality” pages to access more info online.

Ryan, Pamela Munoz.  Esperanza Rising.  During the Great Depression, Esperanza and her mother are forced from their wealthy home in Mexico to southern California where they work in harsh conditions.

Krull, Kathleen.  The Boy Who Invented TV:  The Story of Philo Farnsworth.  As a young boy in the early 1960s, Philo’s curiosity about how things work eventually led him to develop the idea of how television could work.

Larsen, C.S.  Crust & Spray:  Gross Stuff in Your Eyes, Ears, Nose, and Throat.  Prepare to be grossed out and educated by the wacky descriptions and close up pictures of the ooze generated by the human body!  Yuck!

Vanderpool, Claire.  Moon Over Manifest.  2011 Newbery winner.  Twelve-year-old Abilene Tucker is the daughter of a drifter who, in the summer of 1936, sends her to stay with an old friend in Kansas, where he grew up, and where she hopes to find out some things about his past.

Curtis, Christopher Paul.  Elijah of Buxton. In 1859, eleven-year-old Elijah Freeman, the first free-born child in Buxton, Canada, makes a courageous decision to help a grown-up friend regain money that was stolen from him. 

Get started in a series, or read all the books by your favorite author!!

Funke, Cornelia.  Inkheart.  A girl and her father, a bookbinder who can “read” fictional characters into real life, are abducted by one of the characters.  Book one in the Inkheart trilogy.

Haddix, Margaret Peterson.  Missing.  Book 1 in the Shadow Children series. In a future where the Population Police enforce the law limiting a family to only two children, Luke has lived all his twelve years in isolation and fear on his family's farm, until another "third" convinces him that the government is wrong.
Smith, Roland.  Peak.  Fourteen-year-old Peak Marcello’s goal is to become the youngest person to reach the top of Mt. Everest.  If you like adventure/survival books, you’ll like all of Smith’s books!
